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We are well into 2009 and the days, weeks and months are flying by. It's already March, and I
feel as if we are still in January. Much has happened though, and I praise God that He has
guided and kept all of us thus far.

In January I did a 10 day ACE (Accelerated Christian Education) training course in Durban. The
course is very intense, but really excellent. I learned a lot about the administration and
workings of an ACE mission school. But mostly I learned a lot about myself. I was so
encouraged and blessed. Joy and Venie, our course leaders are amazing ladies. They were
both inspiring and encouraging.

A week after I returned from Durban we opened the Moriah Mission School. I was told that it
was going to be a lot of hard work, and it really is. It is also extremely rewarding, especially
when you see the children responding to the things they are learning. Our little Swazi children
are learning to speak English, say Scripture verses, listen to exciting stories, and generally enjoy
coming to school. One of the children got ill with the ‘flu” and his mom wanted to keep him
home. Apparently he cried until his mom relented and allowed him to come to school. This is
so encouraging, as most children in this country would skip school for the smallest excuse.

The Moriah Centre has been truly been blessed by our Heavenly Father. An ACE school in
Hluhluwe offered to give us all their school furniture. What a blessing! On the 14" February
Schalk (our Pastor) and four men collected the furniture from Hluhluwe. They has an easy
passage through the Lavumisa Border Post. The furniture was offloaded and the pre-school
class was assembled. The children arrived on Monday, 16" Feb to their newly furnished
classroom. It was an exiting day.
